• Regular newsletters and discounts on our partner events as and when 
available. 
Artist Membership   
For the purposes of this membership SAWITRI Theatre Group defines an artist as 
an individual who is a professional who has a full-time career in the arts, or a 
distinct parallel career in the arts, or community artist, in an artistic discipline of 
their choice (performing arts, visual arts, media arts, literary arts, etc.) and is 
recognized as such by their peers. Professional artists living abroad are eligible 
to join as well as professional arts organizations.
